The Bluecoat’s Exhibitions and Visual Arts History

This spreadsheet lists the Bluecoat’s exhibitions and other events in its visual arts programme, from the earliest promoted by the Sandon
Studios Society, to the present. This history is incomplete, with several periods where no information is available. Ongoing research aims to fill
in the gaps. Not every exhibition listed has complete details — missing dates, or lists of artists involved. Included are Bluecoat visual arts projects
that extended beyond the building, as site-specific commissions; exhibitions staged in other places, such as the exchanges with Cologne; and
live art projects that fall within a broad visual arts category. The notes to each entry, though not comprehensive, provide some contextual
information and will be updated regularly. If you can help with any missing, or incorrect, information, we’d love to hear from you.

This was a smaller version of the
Post-Impressionist exhibition curated
by artist, critic and writer Roger Fry
the previous Autumn in London,
where it had caused a sensation.
There, it had featured work by
Manet, probably included as a
‘sweetener’, however in Bluecoat —
and at Dublin Arts Club where it was
shown prior to coming here — it was
just the ‘new art’ from the
Continent. Significantly, the
Liverpool show provided the first
opportunity to see contemporary
British art — by predominantly
Liverpool artists — and Post
Impressionism together. The Walker
Art Gallery recreated, as far as was
possible, the 1911 show a century
later.

1927 Bluecoat Society of Arts was established in January 1927, following a successful campaign to save the building for the
arts. The Sandon Studios Society continued to organise exhibitions in the building, including many involving its artist
members. The Sandon remained tenants of the building and had an active role in its artistic and social life until their
decline in the 1970s and eventual dissolution in the early 1980s.

The Walker Art Gallery suspended exhibitions during the War and did not reopen until its renovation was complete in
the 1950s. During this closure, Liverpool Corporation relocated its exhibitions programme to Bluecoat and, named
‘The City of Liverpool Art Gallery at Bluecoat Chambers’, the venue effectively became the city’s main art gallery,
hosting over 170 exhibitions. Many in this period were originated by Walker staff, with several touring shows brought
in from the Contemporary Art Society, CEMA/the Arts Council of Great Britain, and elsewhere.

The Concert Hall was severely damaged in a bombing raid on the night of 3 May, but the paintings there had been
carried down to the vestibule after closing on that day and were removed to the Walker on the 4. Herbert Tyson
Smith, in a taped interview in 1965, recalls bringing the paintings to safety after the building was on fire. Due to the




severity of the damage to the building, it appears that exhibitions were suspended till 1943. Before the bombing,
exhibitions were staged in the upstairs Concert Hall. It is likely that thereafter they were held on the ground floor in
spaces occupied by the present Hub and also the Sandon Room.
